Entry Info: Entries for Championship, Premiership, AOV and Provisional classes must have the registration number on the
entry blank and printed in the catalog to be scored for CFA awards. Kittens may be entered without registration numbers, but
will not be scored for CFA awards if a number is not provided to the Master Clerk at show time. Kittens must be four months of
age or older on the opening day of the show. All Cats and Kittens entered for competition or for sale must have an official CFA
entry form completed. Grooming spaces are sold as available for $25.00 for a 36" wide space. If you are providing your own
show/security cage please mark Show/Security request box on your show entry form. Substitutions are $10.00 and must be
made before closing date of show.

Entry Fees: Fees must accompany entries and no fees will be refunded due to failure to beach. Faxed entries must be paid
within 10 days or at the opening of the show, whichever occurs first. No postdated checks will be accepted. There will be a
$40.00 fee charged on all returned checks. Make check payable to Poinsettia City Cat Club.

Closing Date: November 22, 2009 or when 225 entry limit is reached.

Health: This is a non-vetted show. It is strongly advised that all entries be inoculated before entry for protection against feline
enteritis, rhinotracheitis, calici, rabies viruses and be tested negative for FelLV. All cats must be free of Fungus, Parasites and
contagious diseases. Entries must have all claws clipped before being benched. Declawed cats are not eligible for entry.

Amenities: Litter will be provided. Bring your own litter trays, food and water dishes. Cage size is 36" wide by 24" deep and
27" high. Security cages over 36" must purchase extra groom space. No more than one cat or two kittens per cage.

Awards: Ribbons and Rosettes will be awarded in accordance with CFA show rules. For a copy of the current show rules, send
$5.00 to the Cat Fanciers Association, P. O. Box 10005, Manasquan NJ 08736.

Show Hours: Check-in is Saturday, November 28" from 7:30 am to 8:30 am. Any entry not checked in by 9:00 will be marked
absent. Judging begins promptly at 9:00 am. Advertised show hours will be 10:00 am to 5:00 pm. Cats and Hats contest
promptly starts at 12:30 PM.

Show Hall: Palms Springs Leisure Center, 401 Pavilion Way, Palms Springs, CA 92282. The show hall is air conditioned and
handicap accessible. The benching and judging areas of the show hall cannot be contained so that it can be secured in the case
of a ‘cat loose’ situation. Neither Poinsettia City Cat Club nor the Leisure Center will be responsible for damage, loss, personal
injury, or loss of personal property. Smoking is not permitted in the show hall. Absolutely no liquor allowed on premises or in
Show Hall.
